Dear Room Parents:

It’s time once again to gear up for the ALLEM’s Annual Silent Auction to be held Wednesday, March 23, 2011, in conjunction with El Marino’s Open House. Here are easy to follow instructions.  Start anytime after you select a theme and sign-up 

in the Cafetorium on the bulletin board or contact Holly Port at hollyvinyl@mac.com.   Be creative and have fun with this event!

1.  Choose a theme (suggestions on the 2nd attachment or make one up) 

2.  Ask your parents to contribute products around the theme (e.g. “Coffee & Tea Basket” could include coffee, tea, mugs, biscotti, gift certificates, etc.).  Products can be found anywhere but successful shoppers have used Big Lots, any of the 99¢ stores, IKEA in Carson, Costco or Target.

3.  Minimum suggested value of Basket is $100.  That’s just $5 per family!  If you gather items worth more than $250, then split the items to make two baskets.

4.  Wrap the basket in an attractive manner (eye appeal can make a basket a hit with auction bidders).  You are responsible for your own plastic wrap or other wrapping. 

5.  Provide a sheet of paper with teacher’s name, room number, itemized list of contents in the basket and total estimated value.  (Attractive labels can make a basket popular).

6.  DELIVER your completed, wrapped and labeled basket to the Cactus bin before Wednesday, March 11.
Thank you in advance for your participation in this fun part of our Auction and your support of ALLEM.   The Silent Auction is a huge event.  We encourage you and your parents to volunteer!
